If you believe this photo, I, ala
“Dr. Livingston,” have helped clear
a path, so to speak, through the
underbrush and garbage during
the Great American Cleanup event
held here every spring since its in-
ception in 2002. Recently, several
KYB Board members and volun-
teers, armed with garbage bags,
became  hunters of violators and
poachers who dared to trash our
city as we traversed  the Riverboat
Days Parade Jungle in our 4X4
Land Rovers……okay, golf carts
and four wheelers. In all truthful-
ness, the parade patrons utilized
the mobile garbage cans enthusias-
tically and the route was remark-
ably litter free at the end of the
parade. 

Yankton is much better for the
efforts of KYB. The city is notice-
ably cleaner, parks, boulevards
and right-of-ways are filled with
new plantings and flowers  most
entrances to the city are inviting
and the Meridian Bridge promises
to be a backdrop for exciting im-

provements on the
riverfront. Recy-
cling containers
and cigarette butt
disposal units are
popping up all
over town. Educa-
tion of the young
and not so young
is ongoing. Partici-
pation in the Mis-
souri River Clean

Up, the Missouri watershed Educa-
tion Festival and the Avera Kids
Health and Safety Fair has made
me more appreciative of the
tremendous resource the Missouri
River provides to Yankton.

However, like Iron Eyes Cody, I
am saddened each time I drive out
on Ferdig Steet, between Peninah
and Whiting Drive; a dumping
ground for fast food trash and alu-
minum cans and bottles. I am par-
ticularly appalled at the collection
of blue doggie doo-doo bags filled
(thanks for the effort) but then dis-
carded in the ditch (say what?) on
the corner of said corner. Why
bother scooping the poop when

you jog the dog if you pitch it in
the ditch?   

KYB’s improvements over the
last ten years have been many and
have played a tremendous role in
upgrading the look and feel of our
community. Gary Dybsetter, Sr.
Vice President of First National
Bank South Dakota, a KYB Member,
notes (of KYB’s 21st & Broadway
beautification project), “First Na-
tional Bank South Dakota strives to
support community improvement
projects, especially ones like the
21st Street & Broadway trailhead
project since it is highly visible to
those who travel on Broadway.

Could
you donate $1 a week to divide among 20 agen-
cies providing more than 35 programs and serv-
ices that reach out to your neighbors?  $1
calculates to about $.029 per the 35 programs
and services. 

When the United Way & Volunteer Services’
annual campaign occurs, the appeal is commu-
nity-wide for everyone to consider a donation. If
everyone would give a $1 a week (or more if
possible), services would have the capability
and capacity to meet the increasing need. The
annual campaign also takes the major fundrais-
ing burden from the partner agencies’ to give
them time to fulfill their mission – to provide
services to people in need.

learn to read, manage a checkbook, or write
their names,

• Children without mentors to assist in guid-
ing them when times are tough.

Unfortunately, it is too easy to visualize
these situations. Before the partner agencies
were part of this community, these circum-
stances occurred much too frequently. Situa-
tions like these may still occur; however,
programs now exist to address the issues. That

is where COMMUNITY (you and I) needs to
steps up to the plate - share resource informa-
tion as well as share personal resources to en-
sure continuation of needed services.

gency services, CPR, swimming), Retired Senior
Volunteer Program (seniors sharing skills), Sack
Pack (youth hunger), Senior Companions (se-
nior independence), Special Olympics (special
needs fitness and sportsmanship),
Women’s/Children’s Center (safe haven for
abused), and Yankton Transit (economical
transportation).
