But one thing Yankton has been able to do is win, and win often. The Bucks’ football team record in the ESD
has been nearly untouchable, with Watertown and the Bucks claiming a large majority of the titles over the
years. Yankton has done well in several other sports as well, with cross country hanging many of the recent
banners in the Summit Center.

One thing is for certain: Friday could be a rare banner day for Yankton.
