WASHINGTON — Federal
agents have descended for a sec-
ond time on Wright County Egg
and Hillandale Farms, the two
Iowa farms at the center of a sal-
monella outbreak and massive
egg recall.

Spokeswomen for the farms
said the agents who arrived
Tuesday worked for the Food
and Drug Administration. The
FDA and Justice Department

confirmed that agents visited the
farms but would not elaborate.

It is unclear whether this new
investigation is the first step in a
criminal probe. The FDA has
jurisdiction to investigate crimes
involving adulterated food, coor-
dinating with the Justice
Department.

The FDA concluded its inves-
tigation into the conditions of
the farms Monday. Eggs from the
two farms have been linked to as
many as 1,500 cases of salmonel-
la poisoning.

And in Iraq, for all the finality
of Obama’s remarks, the war is
not over. More Americans are
likely to die. The country is
plagued by violence and political
instability, and Iraqis struggle
with constant shortages of elec-
tricity and water.

Obama is keeping up to
50,000 troops in Iraq for support
and counterterrorism training,
and the last forces are not due to
leave until the end of 2011 at the
latest.

As the commander in chief
over a war he opposed, Obama
took pains to thank troops for
their sacrifice but made clear he
saw the day as more the marking
of a mistake ended than a mis-
sion accomplished. He spoke of
strained relations with allies,
anger at home and the heaviest
of wartime tolls.

“We have met our responsibil-
ity,” Obama said. “Now it is time
to turn the page.”

To underscore his point,
Obama said he had telephoned
called Bush, whom he had taunt-
ed so often in the 2008 cam-
paign, and he prominently
praised the former Republican
president in the heart of his

speech.
“It’s well known that he and I

disagreed about the war from its
outset,” Obama said. “Yet no one
could doubt President Bush’s
support for our troops, or his
love of country and commitment
to our security.”

In a post-Sept. 11, 2001,
world, the Iraq war began with
bipartisan congressional backing
— based on what turned out to
be flawed intelligence — over
what Bush called a “grave dan-
ger” to the world posed by
Saddam Hussein.

Now, Iraq is in political tur-
moil, its leaders unable to form a
new government long after
March elections that left no clear
winner. The uncertainty has left
an opening for insurgents to
pound Iraqi security forces,
hardly the conditions the U.S.
envisioned for this transition
deadline, which Obama
announced 18 months ago.

Obama pressed Iraq’s leaders
anew, saying it was time to show
urgency and be accountable.

Obama sought both to assure
his own nation that the war was
finally winding down and yet
also promise Iraq and those
watching across the Middle East
that the U.S. was not simply
walking away.

“Our combat mission is end-
ing,” he said, “but our commit-
ment to Iraq’s future is not.”

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indirectly, to reduce or retire
debt obligations incurred by the
state or to supplant state funds
in a manner that has this effect.”

It’s a statement that Yankton
Superintendent Joseph Gertsema
says summarizes exactly what
South Dakota is intending to do
with the funds.

“In my mind, the intent of this
money was to get it to the
schools,” he said. “The intent
was not to supplant state money,
and that is exactly what they are
doing. I think it is unfortunate
because the Yankton School
District stands to lose $650,000.
The difference is between what
Federal Secretary of Education
Duncan is telling the schools,
and what the state is telling the
schools. It puts us in a tough
spot. All I am trying to do is get
us as many extra dollars as pos-
sible to help Yankton Schools.”

Instead of using the money as
an additional boost for educa-
tion funding this year, the state
government will be placing the
$26.3 million of federal funding
into the state aid funding for
education already allocated by
the state Legislature this year. It
will then be removing $26.3 mil-
lion in state funding, which will
be placed back into the general
fund moneys for allocation as
the Legislature sees fit next ses-
sion.

In an e-mail issued to school
districts across the state Friday,
the state Department of
Education confirmed that there
will be no funding increase this
year for schools. 

“My understanding is that the
state did receive federal
approval from the Department of
Education to use the money in a
way that will not go directly to
the school districts for this fiscal
year,” said Rep. Stephanie

Herseth Sandlin. “It is disap-
pointing. I know the administra-
tors and school board members
that I have talked to in just the
last few days are disappointed.
But, I do think it is a marker
going into the next legislative
session to make the case that K-
12 education does deserve some
increase.”

Thomas Oster, secretary of
the South Dakota Department of
Education, said Gov. Mike
Rounds had few options when it
came to how to allocate the
money.

“If you read (state) law, my
fear is that had that money gone
out, above and beyond what was
allocated by the Legislature, in
this fiscal year, several things
would have had to happen,” he
said. “First, there would have
had to have been a special ses-
sion of the Legislature. We have
a funding formula that calls for a
local match called the Cutler-
Gabriel amendment. If Gov.
Rounds would have suggested
sending the money above and
beyond (what was already allo-
cated to schools), it would have
raised the property taxes by
roughly $26.3 million. In order to
avoid that, (Rounds) would have
had to call a special session and
legislators would have had to
decide to forgo that law and dis-
tribute the money.”

However, Gertsema said
that’s not a good argument as
the state has already done some-
thing similar this year.

“The state Legislature, follow-
ing the Cutler-Gabriel Bill, agreed
to increase funding to the
schools by 3 percent or the rate
of inflation, whichever was less,”
Gertsema said. “For some rea-
son, they were able to take care
of that in one (legislative) ses-
sion and avoid having to meet
that requirement this year. If
they can fix one, they can fix
both.”

Gertsema added that in a
phone conference with Oster
Tuesday, he asked if the state

would guarantee that there
would be an increase of $216 per
South Dakota student next year
based on the allocated funds.

“What (Oster) was saying is,
once this money is in the general
fund, it is gone, because every-
one is going to be fighting for it,”
Gertsema said. 

State Rep. Nick Moser of
Yankton agreed, saying that once
the money has been placed in
the general fund for next year, it
is open to any use.

“I believe it will be difficult to
separate this money from the
rest of the general fund money
once the 2011 session has
begun,” he said. “This is the rea-
son I favored having the
Legislature meet this year. I do
not believe that all of this money
should go to education because
we have too many needs for all
of it to go to one place. But I
would be in favor of giving K-12
the 1.2 percent increase it would
have gotten had we not changed
the statute last session. That
money could have been appro-
priated now, and the rest could
have been considered during
next year's budgetary process.  

“That said, the law gives the
states until the end of FY 2011 to
appropriate the money, so from
that standpoint, there is no
problem with waiting until the
2011 session to consider where
the funds will best serve the citi-
zens of this state.”

Moser said once the money is
placed in the general fund, it is
no longer educational money,
and can be used however the
state deems fit.

“I think it is important to
point out that both sides, to me,
have legitimate reasoning for
how they want that money
spent,” he said. “If I were work-
ing for a school, or even as a
parent, it is legitimate to say that
money was intended for schools
and that is where it should all
go. At the same time, if you want
to ask me is there a lot of value
to holding that money over to

seeing what the scenario is next
term and seeing where the
money can best be used for all
of South Dakota, yes I do. I think
there is merit to that. 

“The key is it is important
that we are honest with the citi-
zens. If anyone is saying this
money is going to go above and
beyond what we had identified
for education in the last legisla-
tive session, I don’t believe that
is what will happen with this
money. Whether I want that to
be the case or not, in practical
terms that is not going to hap-
pen.”

With South Dakota facing an
estimated $127 million budget
shortage, Oster said there was
no other option for the state.

“By law, the budget must be
balanced,” he said. “There are
two ways to balance the budget,
cut programs or raise taxes. I am
not speaking for the governor,
but I think he is looking at what
can be done to lessen the severi-
ty for 2012. The state has no
intention of building a fund bal-
ance or paying off a debt. The
application has been approved.
That says it all right there.”

Herseth Sandlin said as the
state moves forward into the
next budgeting proccess she
hopes all sides can come togeth-
er.

“While I would have preferred
that the education money be
used for this year, given that
there was no increase for K-12
education this year, I do think
that it will be important that a
bipartisan Legislature with a new
governor will make the tough
decision to keep funding at the
current level or increase funding
and avoid the cuts across the
board for educational funding,”
she said. “The federal
Department of Education did
approve the plan, so I think that
indicates that education will be
more of a priority going into the
next budget year.”
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
