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anxiety levels are building because of the
publicity surrounding this proposed
action. It does put the lives of ordinary
Americans at risk, as well as diplomats, as
well as soldiers.”

Crowley said Secretary of State Hillary
Rodham Clinton may address the contro-
versy, as well as the uproar over plans to
build a mosque near ground zero in New
York, at a dinner Tuesday evening in obser-
vance of Iftar, the breaking of the daily fast
during the Muslim holy month of Ramadan.

At the White House, spokesman Robert
Gibbs echoed concerns raised by Gen.
David Petraeus, the U.S. commander in
Afghanistan, about the plans. Petraeus said
earlier that images of the event would be
used by extremists “to inflame public opin-
ion and incite violence.”

“Any type of activity like that that puts
our troops in harm’s way would be a con-

cern to this administration,” Gibbs told
reporters.

Meeting Tuesday with religious leaders
to discuss recent attacks on Muslims and
mosques around the United States,
Attorney General Eric Holder called the
planned burning of the Quran both idiotic
and dangerous, according to a Justice
Department official. The official requested
anonymity because the meeting was pri-
vate.

Meanwhile, NATO Secretary-General
Anders Fogh Rasmussen said he also was
concerned about the effect the planned
Quran burning may have. “Of course there
is a risk it will also have a negative impact
on the security for our troops,” Rasmussen
told reporters in Washington, ahead of a
meeting with Obama at the White House.

The Christian minister organizing the
Quran burning says he will go ahead
despite the government’s concerns. Pastor
Terry Jones of the Dove World Outreach
Center, a small, evangelical Christian
church with an anti-Islam philosophy in
Gainesville, said he had gotten more than
100 death threats and has started wearing
a pistol on his hip.

an outrider, which is a single horse and
rider alongside a team of horses to help
keep them under control, with every team
of two or more horses in public parades.

In an interview with the Press &
Dakotan Tuesday, Kloucek said he was
actually thinking about the legislation
before the incident in Wagner.

“Russ Leonard (of Yankton) approached
me three weeks ago about the issue. We
started talking about it, and this event put
the frosting on the cake,” he said. “It made
me aware that we need to do something,
and to make people more conscious that
mules and horses can get loose.”

Earlier this summer in Iowa, a woman
was killed during a parade after a horse got
loose and ran her over. Leonard said that
incident and the one in Wagner are proof
that this legislation is needed.

“I hate to say that an accident has to
happen to have proof, but it’s a matter of
common sense,” he said. “I’ve been riding
horses since I was 3 years old, so I know
how they can react and that they can get
irritated.”

The mules became spooked when a dog
came up to them and nipped one of them
on the back of the leg.

Leonard said having an outrider look
after the horses is just a matter of pub-
lic safety.

“The whole point is safety. (An outrider)
would put the horses more at ease,” he
said. “They were very fortunate in Wagner
to get away with just minor injuries. I wish
it would not have happened, but if an out-
rider was there, it might have prevented
it.”

Kloucek said his legislation would call
for local police to find outriders.

Leonard added that a key to the legisla-
tion is that an age limit should be put on
outriders, and that they should have suffi-
cient knowledge of what can happen.

“I would suggest an age limit, because I
can see someone putting a 10-year-old on a
horse, and if something happened, is that
10-year-old going to know how to
respond?” he said. “I would say a minimum
of 16 years (old), but the older the better.”

Both Kloucek and Leonard said the leg-
islation wouldn’t cost the state any money.

Kloucek added that he is still seeking
the public’s input on what can be added to
the legislation.

“We are willing to listen and it’s an
open-ended deal,” he said. “We will take
suggestions and use workable solutions
until it gets done. 

“I’ve been bucked off a horse, kicked by
a horse and ridden horses for many years,”
he added. “Let’s just say I have a lifetime
experience with all of this, and you can
never be too safe.”
