Talks with Brookings area coaches

inspired a Brookings sports writer to come up
with his own rating system.

Nick Hartley, who started Hartley’s Huddle
Media earlier this year, came up with the rat-
ings system this past summer.

“It became clear after talking to some
area coaches that they were looking for a
change to the South Dakota High School play-

off system,” he said. “Yearly at the athletic
directors meetings the discussion comes up
to change the current seeding system
because so often there are some of the best
teams in the state left home because of the
District and Region set up used.”

After trial and error, Hartley came up with
a formula that factors not only winning per-
centage, but where matches were played and
the level of competition.

“After showing the initial formula to sev-
eral Brookings area coaches, the response to
the RPI ratings was well received,” he said.

Based on the formula, Rapid City Stevens
is the top team in Class AA, followed by
Huron, Sioux Falls Lincoln, Sioux Falls
Roosevelt and Yankton. Sisseton is the top
team in Class A, while Northwestern is the
top team in Class B.

Hartley also uses the formula for football
and basketball. The ratings are updated week-
ly online at
http://hartleyshuddle.wordpress.com.
