McNorton said everything just
seemed to flow the right way dur-
ing the game.

“I was initially slashing, and I
got guys to overflow. We were
rolling and it was fun,” he said. “I
have a lot of respect for our offen-
sive line, just believing and trust-
ing in them”

McNorton’s career day earned
him Missouri Valley Football
Conference Player of the Week
honors.

For Meierkort and the USD
defense, the game raised some
concerns on how NDSU was able
to run for 348 total yards.

“It was a zone play where they
went inside and bounced it out-
side,” Meierkort said. “Without
looking at the film, it seemed like

our linebackers and safeties got
handled.”

One issue really stuck out to
USD safety Shane Potter.

“We really have to work on
tackling. There were a lot of
missed tackles,” he said. “We
played pretty well in the first half,
and then came out in the second
half and missed tackles. We have
to pick it up.”
