Farber had a major impact on
Brokaw’s life and took Brokaw under
his wing, even when Brokaw wasn’t
focused on school or his future.

“I came out of high school as a
whiz kid and went off the tracks, but
Doc didn’t give up on me. He told me
to drop out of college and said to
focus on wine and women, and when |
was done with that, to come back,” he
said. “After six months, I came crawl-
ing back. He filled out my schedule
and told me what GPA to get.”

Not only did Farber help Brokaw
restart his education, the educator
also played a role in how Brokaw
found his way into television.

“I'had lost a job prospect and did-
n't know what I would do,” Brokaw
said. “I was talking to Doc and said

there may be a job in Omaha. He told
me to get in his car and (he) drove
me there for the interview, and he got
me my first job.”

However, Brokaw wasn'’t the only
one who benefited from behind under
Farber’s wing.

“Doc changed a number of lives
because of the confidence he showed
in students,” he said. “He was a great
citizen for all of us — a mentor and
father figure for a generation of stu-
dents.”

Now Brokaw is asking Americans
to be like the generation he grew up
with — the one Farber steered him
toward — because he no longer sees
the same type of cohesion in
America.

“Now that [ am in my 70th year, |
