“Downright embarrassing,” was all it said.
I wouldn’t have gone that far. Yankton’s 39-6 victory was nothing near the 61-6 throttling Mitchell put on

Pierre Friday night, but the Bucks definitely were not tested the way Brookings victory over Brandon Valley two
weeks ago might have lead fans to believe.

But one thing is for certain: In the next three weeks, we will find out if this year’s Bucks will earn a place in
Yankton history, one that no Buck team since 2002 has been able to claim ... by hanging a championship ban-
ner.
