MMC’s Erwin had eight shots,
and Molly Buche contributed four
shots to the total of 16 shots for
the game. 

Epp said it will take time for the
MMC players to mesh together
since there are so many new play-
ers on the team this year. 

“This early in the season we’re
focusing mostly on what we do,”
he said. “Over half the team is new
players this year, so it’ll take some
time for everybody to gel and
mesh together just to get to the

point where we know what the
other teammates are doing.”

Having so many new players
can also be a positive, Epp said. 

“It’s exciting. We’re looking at
six new players on the field for us
most of the time. It’s exciting be-
cause you know what the future
is,” he said. “There’s a lot of talent
there, a lot of ability and some re-
ally good soccer players there. It
just all takes time — it doesn’t hap-
pen right away. That’s what we al-

ways have to remind ourselves of
too. Part of it is being excited as a
team. 

“Our expectations for ourselves
have been high. We’re to the point
where that put a little bit too much
pressure on everyone. We just
need to relax and have fun a little
bit more.”
